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1. Beforeinstallingthe TFI you must first disconnect the negative lead from the battery.

2. Determinealocation for the TFI unit. Suggested locationsare asfollows: Under the seat, behind a
side cover or tail section.

3. TheTFI comeswith a harnesswith injector connectorsthat match the factory injector connectors.

4. Locatethefactory fuel injectors (see owners manual if you are not sure).**
**: some models ar e equipped with two sets of injector s(primary and secondary) the unit is designed
tointerface with the primary injectors. I f the TFI harness does not match your injectors do not
proceed and call tech support @ 877-764-3337.

5. Disconnect thefactory injector connectorsfrom the fud injectorsand replace with the TFI injector
connectorsfrom the TFI unit, basically unhook the factory injector connector and plug the matching
TFI connector (female) to theinjector and then connect the factory injector connector to the TFI
connector that simulatestheinjector (male). Thereisno order to hook up the TFI harnessto
thefactory harnessjust make surethe original factory connector goesto its original
cylinder. Itisagood ideato makesurethereisalittle slack in the harnessto prevent engine
vibration from damaging/breaking a wire on the connectors.

6. Connect the TFI ground lead to the negative terminal of the battery along with the factory ground
lead.

7. With therubber plug removed from the TFI, turn the motorcycle key switch to the“ ON” position.
Asthebikes electrical system goesthrough initial start up mode you may see L ED’sflashing on the

8. Start themotorcycle. Thegreen LED should now beon steady and the yellow will flash rapidly for
about 15 seconds, and then go out. If the green or red L EDs continue flashing after startup please
check all connectionsand retry, if thereisstill a problem call 877-764-3337.
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Tuning
(At any timeduring install or tuning please call usfor any and all help, we can’t help if you don’t call)
Green light pot (1%): Air fuel mixture screw adjustment. With TFI installed and the bike fully

warmed up, screwdriver in hand, locate the green LED and the pot right below it. Using the throttle raise
the RPM to a high idle or about 2000-2500 RPM. Oncethere, sowly turn the green pot clockwise from
the 1:00 position (off) until you achieve the highest RPM and smoothest running sound (like a mixture
screw on a carburetor). You should find the best setting between 2:00 and 4:00 o' clock. If you turn the
green pot clockwise from 1:00 o’ clock and the engine does not accept any mor e fuel (RPM dropswhen
adding fuel) you may have one or mor e of these problems (See troubleshooting Motor cycle).

Acceleration fuel adjustment. Anytimethe LED ison, thispot isadding fuel.
In neutral raisethe RPM slowly up through the mid range and see no yellow LED. However, opening the
throttle quickly from idleyou “ should” seetheyellow LED come on.
Finetuning: Start with the suggested setting and then add one clock position at a time until the bike says
too much (hesitation) then back off 2 clock positions, if adding makes it wor se go oppositedirection. The
yellow pot addsitsfuel below 70% of maximum RPM. If noyellow LED thereisnot enough load to turn
it on. At that point thestreet or dyno will be ableto show the difference.

Red light pot (3%): Main jet fuel adjustment. It addsabout 2.5 pointsof main jet fuel with every
clock position. For example, one clock position isthe same as 124 to 126.5 main jets.

Finetuning: Start with the suggested setting and then add one clock position at a time until the bike says
too much (hesitation) then back off 1 clock position, if adding makesit wor se go opposite direction. The

red pot adds most of itsfuel above 70% of maximum RPM.

RPM switch pot (4™): All 4 cylinder (except non-sequential injection) Setsthe rpm that the
green fuel turnsoff. Thisadjustment isachieved by setting the pot to 4:30 o’ clock for 600cc and above
multi cylinder sport bikes. Each clock position of thispot equatesto about 1000 rpm’s, so 4,500 rpm’s
would be half way between 4 and 5 o’ clock. Verify thissetting by raising the RPM in neutral and
watching for the green light to go out at the chosen rpm and adjust if necessary.

Troubleshooting

First it isimportant that you understand that all modern day fuel injected bikes have a big advantage
over carbureted bikes. Fuel injected bikes all have the same exact fuel curve and is corrected
everyday by the on board weather station. Nothingisleaner than a stock fuel injection map, 1800
RPMsin neutral. Sowith our box on and the bike fully warmed up, if you slowly turn on the green
pot and the engine does not accept any mor e fuel (RPM s drop when adding fuel) then you have one or
mor e of these problems. Solution:
1. Enginenot fully warmed up.
2. A vacuum leak on theintake.
3. High lift cams affecting map at light loads and low RPM S.
4. Thelossof TPSand ECU sync. Cylinder head temp sensor malfunction.

(Order from most common to least common)
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Problem poor mileage

Solution:
1. Check your green pot settings. In the hundreds of installs performed, we have never gone beyond
the 4:00 settings. Try backing down the settings slightly. Also, make sureyour engine passesthe
2000-2500 RPM test at the beginning of the “tuning” chapter.

2. TheRPM pot isadjusted too high. Make sureit’s no higher than the 5:00 setting, this meansthe
green should turn off at around 5000 rpm. Verify thissetting by sowly revving the bikein neutral
and watching for the green light to go out at the chosen rpm.
