






The RPM switch controls when the red light comes on.  
The more you turn it from the one ‘o clock position the 
higher the RPM before the red turns on.  In testing we 
have found that 7:00 o’clock is a very good starting point 
for the 4th pot.

TROUBLESHOOTING:

Problems:

First it is important that you understand that all modern 
day fuel injected ATV’s have a big advantage over carbu-
reted ATV’s.  Fuel injected ATV’s all have the same exact 
fuel curve and is corrected everyday by the on board 
weather station.  Which means your ATV fuel map is 
either ideal or it needs a little.  Just like jet kits did for you 
for years.  If you find that anything you do with the pots 
make it worse, stop and check these possibilities:

1.  Engine not fully warmed up.
2.  A vacuum leak on the intake.
3.  High lift cams affecting map at light loads and low 
RPMS.
4.  The loss of TPS and ECU sync. 

FULL THROTTLE:

Simply add or subtract fuel with the red light pot to 
determine if the problem is better or worse.  This lets the 
engine dictate additional adjustments or call tech support 
at 877-764-3337.
